Important information that student(s) and parent(s) should be aware of:
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School Hours: Monday - Friday 7:30 a.m. - 6:00p.m. Picking up your child after 6:00pm will
have an additional charge of $5 for every 15 minutes after school hours. Enter from Memorial
Garden Cafeteria (Main entrance)

Door is UNLOCKED ONLY between 7:30-8:50 am and 5:00-6:00 pm. If you need to pick up or
drop your child when the doors are locked, please contact us (see below).

Morning classes starts from 8:30 a.m. to 12:00 noon.

Afternoon classes will continue from 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. Please be on time.

All classes and class programs are subject to change without notice.

Daily sign in is required by student or parent’s student at Sign In table during Morning or
Afternoon classes for attendance tracking and safety of our students.

Student or parent’s student are responsible for the student(s) Sign Out so the school can keep
track of who have been picked up and who have left the building.

Half-day tuition does not include lunch. Lunch is $5.00 per day. Parents are welcome to join their
kids for lunch, but please notify the school a day in advance. Also, if the student has a list of
allergic reactions to certain foods or is a vegetarian, please notify us.

On the Summer School Registration Form, parent(s) please select which week your child(s) will
be attending. Your commitment to the schedule will be liable to your payment for those tuition
weeks.

Is a student is sick or unable to attend school, please notify the school as soon as possible.

. Tuition payment is due once every two weeks; late payment will result in a fine of $20.00. If the

students’ parent(s) wishes to pay once a week instead, there will also be an additional charge of
$20.00. A Return Check will be a bank charge $35.00. Tuition payments are final and non-
refundable.
Parent(s) must sign a wavier form for student(s) that wishes to attend school field trips.
For safety reasons, student(s) are required to wear the school’s green t-shirt on Tuesday and
Friday in order to participate in school field trips.
The school T-shirt is sold upon request.
Student is responsible to bring their own school supplies such as pencils, notebook paper,
scissors, markers, and crayons.
Kindergarten student(s) are required to bring their pillow, blanket, and sleeping bags for naptime.
An extra change of clothes is recommended for precautionary reasons.
All student(s) are not allowed to bring any valuable items to school; of the student(s) chooses to
disobey this rule and their valuable item(s) were either lost in or on school ground/field trips, Sun
Ray Summer School will not be held responsible to your student’s actions.

No roller skating shoes (Heely’s, etc.). Dress code that is in place during the regular year also
applies during summer school.

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School Rules:

1. No stealing. Students are not allowed to touch other student’s belonging or stealing other’s
property.
